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Overarching Context: 

• Humans are created in the image 
of God, with souls that will never die, 
and given real choices.  

• Sin and Satan are the source of 
disease, deterioration, deception, 
and destruction. 

• God has a plan to restore peace and 
health to the world through Jesus 
Christ.  

• Relational conflict will come to a 
final end.   

When Jesus came to earth the first time, 
He announced and inaugurated God’s 
restoration plan. Yet HOW Jesus brings 

about this restoration plan is NOT what 
people want or expect. 



Jesus returned to Galilee in the power of the Spirit, 
and news about Him spread through the whole 
countryside. He was teaching in their synagogues, 
and everyone praised Him. He went to Nazareth, 
where He had been brought up, and on the 
Sabbath day He went into the synagogue, as was 
His custom. He stood up to read, and the scroll of 
the prophet Isaiah was handed to Him. Unrolling it, 
He found the place where it is written: “The Spirit 
of the Lord is on Me, because He has anointed 
Me to proclaim good news to the poor. He has 
sent Me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners 
and recovery of sight for the blind, to set the 
oppressed free, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s 
favor.” Then He rolled up the scroll, gave it back to 
the attendant and sat down. The eyes of everyone 
in the synagogue were fastened on Him. He began 
by saying to them, “Today this Scripture is fulfilled 
in your hearing.” All spoke well of Him and were 
amazed at the gracious words that came from His 
lips. “Isn’t this Joseph’s son?” they asked. 

Jesus said to them, “Surely you will quote this 
proverb to Me: ‘Physician, heal Yourself!’ And you 
will tell Me, ‘Do here in Your hometown what we 
have heard that You did in Capernaum.’” “Truly I 
tell you,” He continued, “no prophet is accepted 
in his hometown. I assure you that there were 
many widows in Israel in Elijah’s time, when the 
sky was shut for three and a half years and there 
was a severe famine throughout the land. Yet Elijah 
was not sent to any of them, but to a widow in 
Zarephath in the region of Sidon. And there were 
many in Israel with leprosy in the time of Elisha the 
prophet, yet not one of them was cleansed — only 
Naaman the Syrian.” 



All the people in the synagogue were furious when 
they heard this. They got up, drove Him out of the 
town, and took Him to the brow of the hill on which 
the town was built, in order to throw Him off the 
cliff. But He walked right through the crowd and 
went on His way. 

- Luke 4:14–30

When Jesus comes to earth a second time, 
He will right what is wrong and bring 

peace to every relationship.  

“Look! God’s dwelling place is now among the 
people, and He will dwell with them. They will be His 
people, and God Himself will be with them and be 
their God. ‘He will wipe every tear from their eyes. 
There will be no more death’ or mourning or crying 
or pain, for the old order of things has passed 
away.”  He who was seated on the throne said, “I am 
making everything new!” Then He said, “Write this 
down, for these words are trustworthy and true.” 
He said to Me: “It is done. I am the Alpha and the 
Omega, the Beginning and the End. To the thirsty I 
will give water without cost from the spring of the 
water of life. Those who are victorious will inherit 
all this, and I will be their God and they will be My 
children. But the cowardly, the unbelieving, the vile, 
the murderers, the sexually immoral, those who 
practice magic arts, the idolaters and all liars — they 
will be consigned to the fiery lake of burning sulfur. 
This is the second death.

My loyalty to Jesus may cause division
and mistreatment.

“Whoever acknowledges Me before others, I will 
also acknowledge before My Father in heaven. But 
whoever disowns Me before others, I will disown 
before my Father in heaven. “Do not suppose that 
I have come to bring peace to the earth. I did not 
come to bring peace, but a sword. For I have come 
to turn ‘a man against his father, a daughter against 
her mother, a daughter-in-law against her mother-
in-law — a man’s enemies will be the members of his 
own household.’ “Anyone who loves their father or 
mother more than Me is not worthy of Me; anyone 
who loves their son or daughter more than Me is not 
worthy of Me. Whoever does not take up their cross 
and follow Me is not worthy of Me. Whoever finds 
their life will lose it, and whoever loses their life for 
My sake will find it.” 

- Matthew 10:32–39

While Jesus was still talking to the crowd, His 
mother and brothers stood outside, wanting to 
speak to Him. Someone told Him, “Your mother and 
brothers are standing outside, wanting to speak to 
You.” He replied to him, “Who is My mother, and who 
are My brothers?” Pointing to His disciples, He said, 
“Here are My mother and My brothers. For whoever 
does the will of My Father in heaven is My brother 
and sister and mother.”

“If the world hates you, keep in mind that it hated 
Me first. If you belonged to the world, it would love 
you as its own. As it is, you do not belong to the 
world, but I have chosen you out of the world. That 
is why the world hates you. Remember what I told 
you: ‘A servant is not greater than his master.’  If 
they persecuted Me, they will persecute you also. If 
they obeyed My teaching, they will obey yours also. 
They will treat you this way because of My name, for 
they do not know the One who sent Me.”

My sin may cause division and mistreatment.  

“You have heard that it was said to the people 
long ago, ‘You shall not murder, and anyone who 
murders will be subject to judgment.’ But I tell you 
that anyone who is angry with a brother or sister, 
will be subject to judgment. Again, anyone who 
says to a brother or sister, ‘Raca,’ is answerable to 
the court. And anyone who says, ‘You fool!’ will be 
in danger of the fire of hell. “Therefore, if you are 
offering your gift at the altar and there remember 
that your brother or sister has something against 
you, leave your gift there in front of the altar. First 
go and be reconciled to them; then come and offer 
your gift.”

Jesus continued: “There was a man who had two 
sons. The younger one said to his father, ‘Father, 
give me my share of the estate.’ So he divided his 
property between them. “Not long after that, the 
younger son got together all he had, set off for a 
distant country and there squandered his wealth 
in wild living. After he had spent everything, there 
was a severe famine in that whole country, and 
he began to be in need. So he went and hired 
himself out to a citizen of that country, who sent 
him to his fields to feed pigs. He longed to fill his 
stomach with the pods that the pigs were eating, 
but no one gave him anything. “When he came 
to his senses, he said, ‘How many of my father’s 
hired servants have food to spare, and here I am 
starving to death! I will set out and go back to my 
father and say to him: Father, I have sinned against 
heaven and against you. I am no longer worthy to 
be called your son; make me like one of your hired 
servants.’ So he got up and went to his father. “But 
while he was still a long way off, his father saw him 
and was filled with compassion for him; he ran to 
his son, threw his arms around him and kissed him. 
“The son said to him, ‘Father, I have sinned against 
heaven and against you. I am no longer worthy to 
be called your son.’

Have mercy on me, O God, according to Your 
unfailing love; according to Your great compassion 
blot out my transgressions. Wash away all my 
iniquity and cleanse me from my sin. For I know my 
transgressions, and my sin is always before me. 
Against You, You only, have I sinned and done what 
is evil in Your sight; so You are right in Your verdict 
and justified when You judge. … Create in me a 
pure heart, O God, and renew a steadfast spirit 
within me. Do not cast me from Your presence or 
take Your Holy Spirit from me. Restore to me the 
joy of Your salvation and grant me a willing spirit, 
to sustain me. Then I will teach transgressors Your 
ways, so that sinners will turn back to You. … You do 
not delight in sacrifice, or I would bring it; You do 
not take pleasure in burnt offerings. My sacrifice, O 
God, is a broken spirit; a broken and contrite heart 
You, God, will not despise.

Therefore, as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly 
loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, 
humility, gentleness and patience. Bear with each 
other and forgive one another if any of you has a 
grievance against someone. Forgive as the Lord 
forgave you.

My responsibility is humility, forgiveness,
and choosing peace.  



Do not repay anyone evil for evil. Be careful to do 
what is right in the eyes of everyone. If it is possible, 
as far as it depends on you, live at peace with 
everyone. Do not take revenge, my dear friends, 
but leave room for God’s wrath, for it is written: “It 
is Mine to avenge; I will repay,” says the Lord. On the 
contrary: “If your enemy is hungry, feed him; if he is 
thirsty, give him something to drink. In doing this, 
you will heap burning coals on his head.” Do not be 
overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.

- Romans 12:17-21

Forgiving someone is not the same as trusting 
someone. God can help you forgive. Trust is 

rebuilt over time.  

Then Peter came to Jesus and asked, “Lord, how 
many times shall I forgive my brother or sister 
who sins against me? Up to seven times?” Jesus 
answered, “I tell you, not seven times, but seventy-
seven times. “Therefore, the kingdom of heaven is 
like a king who wanted to settle accounts with his 
servants. As he began the settlement, a man who 
owed him ten thousand bags of gold was brought 
to him. Since he was not able to pay, the master 
ordered that he and his wife and his children and 
all that he had be sold to repay the debt. “At this the 
servant fell on his knees before him. ‘Be patient with 
me,’ he begged, ‘and I will pay back everything.’ The 
servant’s master took pity on him, canceled the 
debt and let him go. “But when that servant went 
out, he found one of his fellow servants who owed 
him a hundred silver coins. 



He grabbed him and began to choke him. ‘Pay 
back what you owe me!’ he demanded. “His fellow 
servant fell to his knees and begged him, ‘Be 
patient with me, and I will pay it back.’ “But he 
refused. Instead, he went off and had the man 
thrown into prison until he could pay the debt. 
When the other servants saw what had happened, 
they were outraged and went and told their master 
everything that had happened. “Then the master 
called the servant in. ‘You wicked servant,’ he said, 
‘I canceled all that debt of yours because you 
begged me to. Shouldn’t you have had mercy on 
your fellow servant just as I had on you?’ In anger 
his master handed him over to the jailers to be 
tortured, until he should pay back all he owed. “This 
is how my heavenly Father will treat each of you 
unless you forgive your brother or sister from your 
heart.”

- Matthew 18:21–35

When they had finished eating, Jesus said to Simon 
Peter, “Simon son of John, do you love Me more than 
these?” “Yes, Lord,” he said, “you know that I love 
You.” Jesus said, “Feed My lambs.” Again Jesus said, 
“Simon son of John, do you love Me?” He answered, 
“Yes, Lord, You know that I love You.” Jesus said, 
“Take care of My sheep.” The third time He said to 
him, “Simon son of John, do you love Me?” Peter was 
hurt because Jesus asked him the third time, “Do 
you love Me?” He said, “Lord, You know all things; 
You know that I love You.” Jesus said, “Feed My 
sheep. Very truly I tell you, when you were younger 
you dressed yourself and went where you wanted; 
but when you are old you will stretch out your 
hands, and someone else will dress you and lead 
you where you do not want to go.”



Jesus said this to indicate the kind of death by 
which Peter would glorify God. Then He said to him, 
“Follow Me!”

- John 21:15–19

“If your brother or sister sins, go and point out their 
fault, just between the two of you. If they listen to 
you, you have won them over. But if they will not 
listen, take one or two others along, so that ‘every 
matter may be established by the testimony of two 
or three witnesses.’ If they still refuse to listen, tell 
it to the church; and if they refuse to listen even to 
the church, treat them as you would a pagan or a 
tax collector.”

- Matthew 18:15–17

It is actually reported that there is sexual immorality 
among you, and of a kind that even pagans do not 
tolerate: A man is sleeping with his father’s wife. 
And you are proud! Shouldn’t you rather have gone 
into mourning and have put out of your fellowship 
the man who has been doing this? For my part, 
even though I am not physically present, I am with 
you in spirit. As one who is present with you in this 
way, I have already passed judgment in the name 
of our Lord Jesus on the one who has been doing 
this. So when you are assembled and I am with you 
in spirit, and the power of our Lord Jesus is present, 
hand this man over to Satan for the destruction 
of the flesh, so that his spirit may be saved on the 
day of the Lord. … I wrote to you in my letter not to 
associate with sexually immoral people — not at all 
meaning the people of this world who are immoral, 
or the greedy and swindlers, or idolaters. In that 
case you would have to leave this world. 



But now I am writing to you that you must not 
associate with anyone who claims to be a brother or 
sister but is sexually immoral or greedy, an idolater 
or slanderer, a drunkard or swindler. Do not even 
eat with such people. 

- 1 Corinthians 5:1–5, 9-11 

“Do not be afraid,” Samuel replied. “You have done 
all this evil; yet do not turn away from the Lord, but 
serve the Lord with all your heart. Do not turn away 
after useless idols. They can do you no good, nor 
can they rescue you, because they are useless. For 
the sake of His great name the Lord will not reject 
His people, because the Lord was pleased to make 
you His own. As for me, far be it from me that I 
should sin against the Lord by failing to pray for you. 
And I will teach you the way that is good and right.
But be sure to fear the Lord and serve Him faithfully 
with all your heart; consider what great things He 
has done for you. Yet if you persist in doing evil, 
both you and your king will perish.”

- 1 Samuel 12:20–25

Pray for people. 

“You have heard that it was said, ‘Love your 
neighbor and hate your enemy.’ But I tell you, love 
your enemies and pray for those who persecute 
you, that you may be children of your Father in 
heaven. He causes His sun to rise on the evil and 
the good, and sends rain on the righteous and the 
unrighteous. If you love those who love you, what 
reward will you get? 



Are not even the tax collectors doing that? And if 
you greet only your own people, what are you doing 
more than others? Do not even pagans do that? 
Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is 
perfect.

- Matthew 5:43-48

I thank my God every time I remember you. In all 
my prayers for all of you, I always pray with joy 
because of your partnership in the gospel from 
the first day until now, being confident of this, that 
He who began a good work in you will carry it on 
to completion until the day of Christ Jesus. It is 
right for me to feel this way about all of you, since 
I have you in my heart and, whether I am in chains 
or defending and confirming the gospel, all of you 
share in God’s grace with me. God can testify how I 
long for all of you with the affection of Christ Jesus. 
And this is my prayer: that your love may abound 
more and more in knowledge and depth of insight, 
so that you may be able to discern what is best and 
may be pure and blameless for the day of Christ, 
filled with the fruit of righteousness that comes 
through Jesus Christ — to the glory and praise of 
God.

Identify generational family sin and seek 
generational family blessing.

So Moses chiseled out two stone tablets like the 
first ones and went up Mount Sinai early in the 
morning, as the Lord had commanded him; and he 
carried the two stone tablets in his hands. Then the 
Lord came down in the cloud and stood there with 
him and proclaimed His name, the Lord. And He 
passed in front of Moses, proclaiming, “The Lord, 
the Lord, the compassionate and gracious God, 
slow to anger, abounding in love and faithfulness, 
maintaining love to thousands, and forgiving 
wickedness, rebellion and sin. Yet He does not leave 
the guilty unpunished; He punishes the children 
and their children for the sin of the parents to the 
third and fourth generation.”

- Exodus 34:4–7

Wives, in the same way submit yourselves to your 
own husbands so that, if any of them do not believe 
the Word, they may be won over without words by 
the behavior of their wives … Husbands, in the same 
way be considerate as you live with your wives, and 
treat them with respect as the weaker partner and 
as heirs with you of the gracious gift of life, so that 
nothing will hinder your prayers. 

- 1 Peter 3:1, 7

Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is 
right. “Honor your father and mother”—which is the 
first commandment with a promise— “so that it 
may go well with you and that you may enjoy long 
life on the earth.” 



Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, 
bring them up in the training and instruction of the 
Lord.

- Ephesians 6:1-4

After Jesus said this, He looked toward heaven and 
prayed: “Father, the hour has come. Glorify Your 
Son, that Your Son may glorify You. For You granted 
Him authority over all people that He might give 
eternal life to all those You have given Him. Now 
this is eternal life: that they know You, the only true 
God, and Jesus Christ, whom You have sent. I have 
brought You glory on earth by finishing the work 
You gave Me to do. And now, Father, glorify Me in 
Your presence with the glory I had with You before 
the world began. 

I have revealed You to those whom You gave Me out 
of the world. They were Yours; You gave them to Me 
and they have obeyed Your Word. Now they know 
that everything You have given Me comes from You. 
For I gave them the words You gave Me and they 
accepted them. They knew with certainty that I 
came from You, and they believed that You sent Me. 
I pray for them. I am not praying for the world, but 
for those You have given Me, for they are Yours. All 
I have is Yours, and all You have is mine. And glory 
has come to Me through them. I will remain in the 
world no longer, but they are still in the world, and I 
am coming to You. Holy Father, protect them by the 
power of Your name, the name You gave me, so that 
they may be one as We are one. While I was with 
them, I protected them and kept them safe by that 
name You gave Me. None has been lost except the 
one doomed to destruction so that Scripture would 
be fulfilled. 



I am coming to You now, but I say these things 
while I am still in the world, so that they may have 
the full measure of My joy within them. I have given 
them Your word and the world has hated them, for 
they are not of the world any more than I am of the 
world. My prayer is not that You take them out of 
the world but that You protect them from the evil 
one. They are not of the world, even as I am not of 
it. Sanctify them by the truth; Your Word is truth. As 
You sent Me into the world, I have sent them into 
the world. For them I sanctify Myself, that they too 
may be truly sanctified. 
 
My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those 
who will believe in Me through their message, that 
all of them may be one, Father, just as You are in 
Me and I am in You. May they also be in Us so that 
the world may believe that You have sent Me. I have 
given them the glory that You gave Me, that they 
may be one as We are one — I in them and You in Me 
— so that they may be brought to complete unity. 
Then the world will know that You sent Me and have 
loved them even as You have loved Me. 

Father, I want those You have given Me to be with 
Me where I am, and to see My glory, the glory You 
have given Me because You loved Me before the 
creation of the world. “Righteous Father, though 
the world does not know You, I know You, and 
they know that You have sent Me. I have made 
You known to them, and will continue to make You 
known in order that the love You have for Me may 
be in them and that I Myself may be in them.”

4 Ways to Pray for Relational 
Healing

1. Ask God to examine your heart, 
confess your sin, and be confident in 
Christ’s forgiveness.

2. Ask God for the power to forgive, the 
ability to live at peace, and the wisdom 
to speak and act in healthy ways. 

3. Ask God to work in your loved one’s 
life - to save him/her from sin, heal 
brokenness, and restore peace in your 
relationship.  

4. Ask God to remove any generational 
family sin and replace it with 
generational family  blessing. 



Lord, I know not what I ought to ask 
of You; You only know what I need:  
You love me better than I know how 
to love myself. O Father! Give to Your 
child that which he himself knows not 
how to ask. I dare not ask either for 
crosses or consolations; I simply present 
myself before You, I open my heart to 
You. Behold my needs which I know not 
myself; see and do according to Your 
tender mercy. Smite or heal; depress me 
or raise me up; I adore all Your purposes 
without knowing them; I am silent; I 
offer myself in sacrifice; I yield myself to 
You; I would have no other desire than to 
accomplish Your will.  
Teach me to pray.  Pray Yourself in me. 
Amen.
