Case Study

Your friend Simon from church is upset because your city’s mayor just approved a new policy allowing a power
plant to be built near the river—a project that would increase air pollution and disrupt trout habitats where you two
like to fish. He says the decision is short-sighted and plans to join a group that will blockade a street downtown until
it's reversed. He tells you Jesus flipped tables when leaders were corrupt and says sometimes faithful obedience
means causing a scene. He asks what you think and whether you'll join him.

How would you respond to Simon? How might Romans 13 help here?
